2011 Blue-Gold Festival Rules

1. Overview

The Northern Lebanon Soccer Club is sponsoring a recreational tournament for both Boys and

Girls.  It will be held August 27th and 28th, 2011. 

2. Eligibility

The tournament is a recreational only tournament and no travel players allowed.

Age groups:

Under-10 

Under-12 

Under-14 

It is responsibility of each registering team to certify the eligibility of its players.

3. Roster Size

U-10 (7v7)  15 players
U-12 (11v11)  18 players
U-14 (11v11)  18 players
No player may be rostered on more than one team during the tournament.

4. Registration

Application forms are available at www.nlsoccerclub.com.
Registration Deadline is August 12, 2011.

Tournament Application Fee = $400.00 for U-12/14 and $300.00 for U-10 Teams

Teams must be registered Friday night, August 26, 2011, between 6:30 and 7:30PM.         Registration will take pace at the Northern Lebanon High School.  You must bring all player release forms.
5. Insurance

All teams will be responsible for their own insurance and the Northern Lebanon Soccer Club and Northern Lebanon High School will not be liable for any injury.

6. Tournament Rules

All soccer equipment must adhere to F.I.F.A. Laws of the Game. A player must not use    equipment or wear anything that is dangerous to himself or another player (including any kind of

jewelry).

Knee braces, if worn, must be approved by the referee prior to the game starting.

Any cast must be wrapped by slow release foam.  Game Referee has final authority whether any cast is permissible in that game.

Shin guards are mandatory.

Player’s numbers must coincide with numbers listed on the roster.

All teams must have two sets of jerseys in contrasting colors. All players must wear

matching color team shorts and team socks; one set of each will be acceptable for

the team.

In the event that team colors are similar, the home team will change colors. The

home team is the team listed first on the schedule. 

Each team’s players and coaches shall take one side of the field, and all spectators

shall take the opposite sideline. 

On the spectators’ sideline, spectators are to remain behind the designated line. No

one will be allowed behind either end line.
7. Substitutions

Substitutions are unlimited

Substitutions permitted at usual stoppages of play: goal kicks, halftime, after goals

scored, at throw-ins by team in possession.

Players must be waiting at the mid-field line to be substituted

If an injured player is removed, a substitute can be made by both sides.

  8. Game Duration

  Each game will be played in two halves with 5 minute half-time:

  25 minute halves for U-10 games

  30 minute halves for U-12 and U-14 games

  Running clock, no stoppage

  9. Ball Size:

  U-10 to U-12 = Size 4 Ball

  U-14 = Size 5 Ball

  10. Forfeit

  A five minute grace period will be allowed from scheduled start time.

  Tournament officials will have the option to shorten, reschedule or otherwise create

  such circumstances as will allow a game to be played on the field rather than be won

  by forfeit.  A forfeit will be recorded as a 2-0 result.
  11. Minimum players

  Five players for U-10

  Seven players for U-12 and U-14.

  12. Conduct

  Coaches, players and spectators are required to conduct themselves within the Laws

  of the Game.

  All disciplinary measures imposed by the Tournament Committee shall be reported to the club         
  A player or coach accumulating 2 yellow cards will be suspended for one game.

  13.  Inclement Weather

  NLSC will use all available means to post weather updates, including website updates and
  emails to team contacts 

  In the event the tournament is significantly interrupted NLSC will determine what

  portion, if any, of the registration, referee and field fees are to be refunded
